Notes from public meeting on a proposal to stop westbound left turns from Great West Road at Thornbury Road, Isleworth

1. People present were mostly skeptical about the proposal to introduce a crossing phase at the junction and interested to learn how many pedestrians used this space to cross Thornbury Road as opposed to other locations nearby.

2. A crossing phase at Thornbury Road on the northern side of Great West Road was generally preferred and an eastbound no left turned was mentioned by some.

3. It did not appear that there was much criticism of increasing the width of Thornbury Road at the junction although some suggestion that reducing the pavement by 0.6m could not be achieved.  Some residents supported a pedestrian refuge within the widening at this location.
4. The effectiveness of alternative coach routes (via Wood Lane and Jersey Road) to Indian Gymkhana was questioned.

5. There was general support for measures to reduce manage the speed of traffic on Osterley Road, particularly for traffic leaving Great West Road and in the vicinity of the Scouts, St Marys Church and Isleworth & Syon School.
6. There was no criticism of a proposal to locate a speed table on Ridgeway Road, north of the junction with Church Road
7. A treatment of more than adjusting sight lines at the Church Road junction was preferred such as physical calming or a roundabout together with better warning signs.

8. There was a wish from some Church Road residents present for resource to be spent on widening Church Road between Ridgeway Road and Osterley Road and or traffic calming there.
9. Some residents present were concerned that the consultation area did not include The Grove where it would be likely that additional traffic using Osterley Road would end up.
10. There were requests to reexamine the Campion House S106/S278 agreement to determine whether the budget could be used for the other schemes suggested at the meeting.

11. Councillors and officers confirmed (three times) that a decision had not been made on implementing these proposals nor that the consultation and this meeting were a cosmetic exercise.

12. Councillors and traffic officers agreed that all suggestions raised at this meeting would be examined, considered and later shared with residents.
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
